Looking to the months ahead, one major change that we do have on the horizon is the introduction of the Aged Care Act 2024
which will come into effect from the 1st of November 2025. This Act has been developed in response to the Royal Commission
into Aged Care Quality and Safety and introduces a modern framework focused on the rights of individuals, improved care
standards, and greater accountability for aged care providers. A cornerstone of the Act is a new Statement of Rights outlining
the rights that people will have when accessing aged care services. For those of you who are accessing aged care services, I
encourage you to have a read through the Statement of Rights on the Australian Governments Aged Care Quality and Safety
Commission website at www.agedcarequality.gov.au/older-australians/reform-changes-older-people/statement-rights.
